Josh Wins Under 21 Euro Title                 

RIBSA player Josh Boileau from Newbridge CYMS won the 2016 EBSA European Under 21 Snooker 
Championship in Wroclaw Poland.  Josh played some of the best snooker of his life to defeat Brandon 
Sargent from England 6 frames to 1 in front of a packed auditorium.  On his way to winning the final 
Josh also recorded the highest break with a stunning 130 break in the 5th frame of the  final.  
 

In the semi-finals earlier in the day Josh had to come back from 3-4 down to beat Joe O Connor from 
England 5 frames to 4 in a thriller.  In the final the Newbridge man went 1-0 up only for Sargent to  
level the match at 1-1.  Josh moved up into overdrive at 1-1 to win the next five frames in a row and lift 
the title of European Under 21 Snooker Champion 2016.   
 

The RIBSA Champion was in his third major International Final in as many years.  Josh follows in the 
footsteps of only one other Irish player TJ Dowling from Dublin who had won this European Junior 
title in 1997.  Following his victory Josh was awarded a 2 year professional tour ticket, where he will 
play against all the top players such as OôSullivan, Higgins, Trump and many others over the next two 
season. 
 
RIBSA National Coach PJ Nolan said he was the happiest and proudest coach in the world to see Josh 
lift the title.  He hopes this gives the motivation to all RIBSA junior players to follow in his footsteps. 
Josh and the other players would like to thank RIBSA for their support and everyone for their messages 
of support and congratulations from at home and all over the world. 
 

The other RIBSA players Charlie Sweeney and Adam Fitzgerald played fantastic snooker in reaching 
the last 16 and 32. They should be very proud of themselves.
